BWSR Report – Fischer reported on the following:  there’s a little bit of funding for projects; DRAP dollars potentially will be available – preliminary documentation needs to be in by June 22nd; M/S/T 1W1P – 60 day plan is out for review, then public hearing and on to BWSR for approval; upcoming BWSR tour; TSA – hired an engineer and reviewed staffing needs with options reviewed. 

NRCS Report –Waterworth reported on the following:  emergency EQIP signup until Friday; 12 applications funded, no CSP, CRP – Jill is doing the plans. 

Carlson reviewed the resolution to extend the water plan to include the small acreage of land in Roseau County.  Motion by Miller, seconded by Bengtson to adopt this plan.

Well Sealing Update – one has been completed this year – City of Newfolden; waiting for cost estimates to come in. 

State Cost Share – A payment was made to Contract SCS 20-06 for a field windbreak in Augsburg, section 34 for $541.87 on the basis of 75%. 
DRAP – Carlson reviewed the ledger he has compiled.  There are as of today’s date, 120 sites with over 2.24 million dollar cost estimates.

Advertising/Promotion – Getting ready for the Marshall County Fair and the giveaways/drawings.  Will also sponsor a hole for the alumni golf event. 

Clean Water Funds  – Motion by Potucek, seconded by Bengtson to accept and approve cost share for five side water inlets for contract M_TRSWI-FY 20-01 with a total cost of $16,944 and 75% cost share not to exceed $12,708.00.
